At the Statue of Vietnamese Heroic mother

Scene 1 ( At 8 legendary pillars)

Tam: Hello, everyone, the place where we are standing now is the Statue of Vietnamese Heroic mother Nguyen Thi Thu, one of the “Red Addresses” in Quang Nam province in specific and the whole country in general. 

Tinh: Certainly, the Vietnamese Heroic Mother Monument is the venue to educate young generations about patriotic tradition and revolutionary spirit.

Nhu: Yes, you are right. The monument is a place for Vietnamese people to show their deep gratitude for the valuable contributions and the noble sacrifices of about 127 thousand Vietnamese heroic mothers. 

Tinh: Wow, you see, there are 8 big pillars here with the images of heroic mothers throughout the country. You know, the number 8 corresponds to the 8 golden words in the Vietnamese language that president Ho Chi Minh awarded to Vietnamese women, as “heroism, determination, faithfulness and resourcefulness”

Scene 2 (At the 30 stone lamps)
 
Tam: Wow, it’s so meaningful.  And one of the interesting things is that there are 30 stone lamps on the two sides of the path symbolizing 30 years (from 1945 to 1975) of the mothers’ patience, waiting for the day on which the country would be reunited and their children would return home.

Scene 3 (At the tone-yards)

Tinh: Look! The stone-yards with a lot of significant poems remind the children of the indomitable contribution and sacrifice of Vietnamese mothers.

Nhu: Yes, it’s true. However, the key construction is the statue of Vietnamese heroic mother - Nguyen Thi Thu – whose  NINE sons, one son-in-law and two nieces - devoted to the national liberation. She was born in Thanh Quyt 2 village, Dien Thang Trung commune, Dien Ban town, Quang Nam Province. Although she is no longer but her name, her great loss and sacrifice are always shining in the national history. 

Tam: I can’t agree with you more. No pain can be measured when her nine sons, one son - in – law and two grandsons in turn sacrificed during the two wars.

(Scene 4: In front of the Statue)

Tinh: The mother painfully bore each child, and in turn sent her child to the battlefield but no children returned. (insert picture)The mother sat there with 9 bowls and incense lonely. 

Tam: As can be seen, the mother’s statue is shaped like a firm mountain range that rises high in the middle and slopes gently down at both ends. The two side walls are engraved with the faces of her beloved children in the tender embrace of their gentle mother. I’m really impressed with the pond in front of the statue which may imply the silent dedication of the mother or may be her tears.

Nhu: Yes, the more we understand the Statue of Vietnamese Heroic Mother, the more we love our country and love peace. Therefore, there is the exhibition space inside the statue to help tourists know more about the Vietnamese Heroic Mothers. (insert pictures) Visitors can see images, paintings, artworks, objects, stories and legends about the lives of Vietnamese Heroic mothers and women.

(Scene 5: Offering flowers and burn incense)

Tinh: Now, we will offer flowers and burn incense to indicate the gratitude for the great contributions and silent sacrifices of Vietnamese Heroic Mother.

Nhu: I’m so moved and proud of my country. 

Tinh: I am too. I think we should propagandize this activity to educate today’s and future’s generations about patriotic tradition and peace-loving. 

Tam: So, this is the Statue of Vietnamese Heroic Mother – Nguyen Thi Thu - which is located at Cam mountain, Tam Phu commune, Tam Ky city, Quang Nam Province. 

Nhu: It is just 65 km away from Danang International airport and 40 km away from Hoi An Ancient Town. You can’t miss this place in your life.
